Accès: (traduction alternative)
From Locarno drive into the Maggia valley until you reach the village of Bignasco. Shortly after entering the 
village, turn right over the first bridge (Maggia), then immediately right again and straight ahead to the parking lot 
in front of the open-air swimming pool. Here you park the shuttle car (450m). With the 2nd car you drive back, but 
not over the bridge but through the beautiful village with stone houses. Then you continue to follow the steep 
narrow mountain road (not suitable for novice drivers.) to the church "Madonna di Monte". Arrived at the old 
church, there are several parking facilities (730m).
Approche: (traduction alternative)
If you have only 1 car, you can also walk up the trail starting in the village, direction Madonna di Monte (about 1h). 
From the church (parking lot) follow the dirt road until the last house. Then look for a suitable place on the right to 
climb through the woods to the stream (700m).
Tour: (traduction alternative)
The Bignasco is a beautiful open canyon. Despite the 2 high rappels of 70m and 85m, the canyon appears very 
varied due to several jumps and slides. To safely reach several exposed stances, removable rope traverses are 
required. Some slippery spots and sharp edges on the rappels require attention and rope-saving techniques. The 
pools are mostly deeply washed out and invite jumping. After about 70m of rappelling, the canyon becomes more 
continuous. Several shorter rappels, slides and jumps follow until the final waterfall at 85m. Beautiful views and 
curious looks from onlookers at the waterfall, guaranteed!
Retour: (traduction alternative)
You get off on the right after the final waterfall and shortly reach the parking lot.
