Avvicinamento:

Der Wegweiser in Avano weil3t eine Héhe von 765m und der in Alpe Rasga eine Hohe von 1042m aus. Der
unkomplizierte Wanderweg fuhrt nach etwa 30 Minuten an einem unbewohnten Haus vorbei. Nach etwa 40

There are many natural anchor
points. Lots of trees and greenery make this canyon a beautiful forest canyon. There are occasional narrow
sections.
